Citizenship and the Constitution Vocabulary  
House of Representatives- This house of Congress has 435 representatives.

Concurred power- Powers shared by both state and federal governments are known as these.

Impeach- This power of the House of Representatives has been used twice—once against President Andrew Johnson, and once against President Bill Clinton.

Thurgood Marshall- He was the first African American   Supreme Court justice.

Appeals courts - Thirteen of these make up part of the judicial branch.

President - To serve in this office, a person must be at least 35 years old and be a native born citizen of the United States.
Twenty-second Amendment- This amendment limits presidents to only two terms.
Veto- This power allows the president to cancel laws passed by Congress.
Elastic clause- This grants   Congress the right to create laws to deals with new  or unexpected issues
Legislative -Article I of the Constitution explains  how this branch of government works.
